THE 19TH ANNUAL SUMMER INTENSIVE OR GOD IN THE CITY

MASI, Ottawa — When Fr. Andriy Chirovsky envisioned a summer intensive
program back in 1984, he wanted it “to transport a group of people into the
peaceful and almost timeless reality of a remote monastic setting.” The first
summer program began in 1987 at Holy Transfiguration Monastery (Mount Tabor)
in California where it did just that for 13 years. In 2000, the program moved to
Canada to the Ukrainian Catholic Monastery of the Mother of God, in Orangeville,
Ontario. This year, the 19th annual summer program was held closer to home
in a new location — Holy Spirit Ukrainian Catholic Seminary on Baseline Road in
Ottawa. With the seminarians gone home for the summer, there was plenty of
space for the 13 students and two professors who took up residence from mid-
June to mid-July.

The basic premise of the program is that students can earn six university
credits while living and praying in community. There is a daily liturgical cycle of
matins, Divine Liturgy, hours, vespers and complines to end the day. This year
the prayer life of the program was coordinated by Fr. Michael Winn of Winnipeg,
assisted by Alex Wroblicky, a seminarian from Chicago. Fr. Chirovsky taught his
flagship course “Theology and Spirituality of Icons,” while visiting professor
Michael Hryniuk taught a course called “Dynamics and Identity of Faith.”

In addition to the regular classes and liturgical services, there were invited
speakers including MASI professor John Jillions and presbytera Olenka Galadza.
A benefit of being in Ottawa is that the students were able to make use of Saint
Paul University’s renowned theological library for research. They visited the
residence of the papal nuncio Archbishop Luigi Ventura for vespers. On weekends,
the group was joined by the Acting Director of the Institute, Fr. Andrew T.
Onuferko, and visited local Eastern Churches in Ottawa and Montreal (including
a unique “Saint Peter and the Vatican” Exhibit), as well as Madonna House in
Combermere. There was also time for fun — including the celebration of Canada
Day in downtown Ottawa (July 1), a barbecue at the home of the Acting Director,
a closing lunch and feedback session at the Rideau Lake cottage of MASI
Foundation Director Walter Bilous, followed by a Thousand Island boat excursion
on the St. Lawrence River.

This year, four of the 13 students were returning participants. The ages and
backgrounds of the students were diverse and included a science undergraduate,
a retired economist, a Roman Catholic priest, a bookseller from Sante Fe, New
Mexico and an eparchial newspaper editor. In total, 8 of the participants were
women, one of whom was the wife of Fr. Andriy, Halyna. Once again, the Catholic
Near East Welfare Association (U.S.A.) sponsored four students from Ukraine.

Roman Catholic Deacon Paul Delmas was one of the returning participants,
intent on deepening his knowledge of the Church, as well as his spiritual life.
He noted that “wherever it has been held, and whatever the courses offered
each year... the universal experience of participants is one of profound gratitude
for the many gifts received — spiritual, liturgical, social and academic.” Delmas

says that the combination of these gifts makes the summer program “a door
opened on the many and vast treasures of the Christian community.”

Another returning student was Loretta Nemeth who is the Director of
Communications for the Byzantine Catholic Eparchy of Parma. This was her fifth
year attending what she calls “a life-altering experience that hooks you and calls
you back for more!” Of all the participants, she probably missed the monastic
serenity of Orangeville the most, fully accepting the challenge of encroaching
urban life. “It was like a dance sometimes with both feet in the real world,
sometimes with both feet in the ‘other’ mystical world, and often with one foot
in each, while trying not to lose balance.”

As Fr. Andriy summed it up in a letter sent to the group a week after the
program ended, “we had the fellowship; the communion of the Holy Spirit. We
are now forever a part of each other's lives. God help us to live up to that
awesome reality at least in some small way... We will never be the same. For
those four weeks wove us into one great gordian knot of raw humanness,
blessed by God's love. It was a bit of this and a lot of that and it would not even
make an ounce of sense if we were not astonished to find that God makes all
things work unto the good for those who love Him.”
